BiC - expectations

e Students are allowed no more than 3 absences unless prior arrangements have
been made with Pastor Tyler. All absences must be made known to Pastor Tyler
at least one week prior to and students are responsible for all material covered and
assignment(s) missed.

e Students must attend and sign-in at one congregational meeting at CCC and stay
for the entire meeting. (There will be three options for attending, one meeting in
October, January, and April).

e All homework and assignments must be completed.

e Students must average a 70% or greater proficiency on all assignments, tests, and
quizzes.

e All participants must volunteer in at least one ministry at CCC.

e Students must meet with a partner from BiC at least 3 times over the course of the
class to discuss the application of the course material to personal life (suggested
guided conversation will be provided) and to pray for one another.

e Students must serve and minister to their community at least once throughout the
course of BiC.

Please note: this is a general outline of the depth of commitment required in order to
participate in the Bible Instruction Course. As always these expectations will be enforced
with grace in regard to extenuating circumstances. However if a student fails to complete
the requirements they will be asked to withdraw from the course and take it at the next
available opportunity. Participants will be reminded of their number of absences and
their level of progress. | will be generous with deadlines when necessary and a limited
number of opportunities to re-take exams (if necessary) will also be provided.
